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The Girona Campsite Association in numbers 
The Girona Campsite Association, founded in 1977, is the oldest in Spain. It has 75 
member establishments (more than 80 per cent of all campsites in the province of 
Girona) and has more than 120,000 accommodation places on offer. The total number 
of campsite accommodation places stands at 135,000, a figure which makes the sector 
the leading regulated promoter of tourism in the province. In addition, Girona is the only 
province in Spain where campsite places exceed bed places in hotels.   It has the largest 
number of campsites in Spain (16 per cent of the total).  

The first campsite in Spain was created in Girona; the Costa Brava campsite in Sant 
Antoni de Calonge, opened in 1955, which now forms part of the Association. 

 

Economic impact of the sector in Girona 
The sector is a large tourist industry which generates 8 million overnight stays a year 
and annual accommodation income totalling 149 million Euros, with 26 million Euros in 
terms of services. Moreover, it has an economic impact outside the establishments 
amounting to more than 206 million Euros. Thus, the total economic impact of the camping 
sector in the province of Girona stands at over 381 million Euros.  

 

Seals of quality and international acknowledgements 
The campsites of the province of Girona have been pioneers in the application of 
measures for the conservation of the environment and processes to evaluate the quality 
of their services. They have the largest number of seals of quality in the whole of Spain 
and have  received the most awards and recognitions in Europe. They represent a model 
of tourism which fully respects the environment. 
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In the province of Girona there are nine establishments which are regarded as among

counterpart ANWB (with more than 4 million member families).  

Furthermore, Las Dunas, in Sant Pere Pescador, was the first campsite in Spain to be 
awarded the DCC Europa-Preis de Platino, a highly prestigious distinction granted by the 
DCC (Deutscher Camping Club), the leading German caravaner club (with roughly 85,000 
members). This campsite has also received an award from the Alan Rogers campsite 
guide in the Best campsite for families with children category.  
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In addition, the Girona Campsite Association has received the prestigious 2015 Alimara 
prize, awarded by the CETT and the B-Travel Show, for its powerful and innovative 
promotion campaign. And the Xiquet Sabater G!  Prize, awarded by the Girona Tourist

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Commitment to specialization 

 

The campsites of Girona are displaying a firm commitment to specialization in order to 
attract new customers, as is reflected by the guide published by the Girona Campsite 
Association, in which the establishments are classified according to the products or 
services they offer: family tourism, water sports, nature activities, cycle tourism, 
glamping, cultural tourism, wine tourism, activities related to personal wellness and 
health, and golf tourism. The Girona Campsite Association is the first accommodation 
collective to have performed a classification of this kind. Until now the establishments 
were classified by municipalities or geographical areas. 

The campsites of Girona have signed a collaboration agreement with the Greenways

cycling and hiking routes and to attract more cycling fans to the camping sector. It is the 
first agreement of this nature reached in Catalonia. Upon the basis of the agreement, 
campsites specializing in cycle tourism can display the Bed&Bike badge, an international 
form of recognition promoted by the Greenways Consortium as a guarantee for bicycle 
lovers that the establishment which obtains it provides suitable services and is designed 
for them, such as having facilities for storing and cleaning bicycles and even a workshop 
for repairing them. 
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New product: Campsite Experience 
 

 

The Girona Campsite Association has launched an innovative product: the Campsite 
Experience. This is the first campsite package created by the sector, whose aim is to 
promote local tourism. 

Campsite Experiences are packages to enable tourists who do not know the camping 
world to discover and enjoy it. They include activities for couples, families and friends 
and two-night stays in exclusive bungalows, facilities which can be provided by 80 per 
cent of the member campsites.  

The package proposes very diverse experiences,  including a horse riding tour of the 

volcanoes of La Garrotxa, a kayak trip around the Medes Islands, a horse-drawn carriage 

ride through the municipality of Calonge, a cycling trip along the route of the old railway line 

from Sant Feliu de Guíxols to Girona, a ride on the Pals xiulet (tourist train) through the rice 

fields, a wine-tasting session in the cellars of Calonge, a scuba diving lesson, a guided tour of the

The establishments of Girona are continuing to promote high-profile investments in 
order to maintain the leadership which makes them distinctive and to attract more and 
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more quality tourism. Over the last three years they have invested 45.5 million Euros 
in new facilities and services and improvements to installations. 

As for the Association, it has set aside half a million Euros for a new and powerful 

promotion plan placing emphasis on online initiatives, which have intensified to adapt 

to the new forms of tourist demand and to open up new markets. This new promotion 

plan has been carried out in collaboration with the Costa Brava Girona Tourist Board and 

the Tourist Agency of the Government of Catalonia.  

The Association has also attended the international fairs it regards as the most 

significant. The promotion of the campsites of Girona has been acknowledged by the 

prestigious Alimara Prize and the Gi Prize, awarded annually by the Girona Tourist Board 

in recognition of the track record and good business management of tourist 

professionals in the province.
